Region 11 Meeting  -  The Region 11 meeting was August 27th in Altoona, Iowa, and Dhea 

Lamb represented NIAHAC at the meeting.  Dhea reported that it was indicated that the  

Regional Championships made a profit, though no report was presented.  They had 30 horses 

less this year, one less judge, but more classes per horse.  Things discussed at the meeting in-

cluded: Changing the maturity classes for English and Country at Nationals from 3&4 to 5&6 

years of age due to stress.  AHA has cut staff.  Region now has to pay for AHA staff to come.  

Small convention this year.  Dressage at open shows. The Tail Program. Dressage JTR classes 

are offered at shows, but not at Regionals. Memberships are down 10%.  The halter scoring  

system was discussed.  Slaughterhouses were discussed as well.  It is still a big debate.
